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3.5 Recording research and analysing evidence

When you are researching the answers to your questions, it is important to record your information. Rather than having 

to record this information twice, let’s use the 7C’s to help you keep track of your information. There are two ways you 

can use the 7C’s when researching. 

Completely answer all of the 7C’s for each piece of evidence as you fi nd it.

Or

Fill in the Citation and Category sections and keep researching. Then come 

back and fi ll in the other 5C’s when you are sure you have all the information you 

need.

Make sure you only use one system of researching – otherwise it will get too 

confusing.

Citation: information for your bibliography

Category: Is it an artefact, written or visual source?

Content: Summarize the main point of the evidence.

Communication: Why was the evidence written or created?  Whose point of view is being given?

C?C? Context: What is the ‘big picture’ of the history problem being investigated?

Connections: How does this evidence “fi t” with what you know?

ENDEND
Conclusion: How does this evidence help answer the key question?

The machine was also intended to employ several features 

subsequently used in modern computers, including sequential control, 

branching and looping. The Engine was not a single physical machine, but 

rather a succession of designs that Babbage tinkered with until his death in 

1871.

F i r s t  C o m p u t e r  P r o g r a m m e r
Augusta Ada King, Countess of Lovelace (1815-1852) was an English 

mathematician and writer, chiefly known for her work on Charles Babbage's 

proposed mechanical general-purpose computer, the Analytical Engine. She 

was the first to recognise that the machine had applications beyond pure 

calculation.

When she was eighteen, her mathematical talents led her to a long working 

relationship and friendship with fellow British mathematician Charles 

Babbage. She was in particular interested in Babbage's work on the Analytical 

Engine. Lovelace first met him in June 1833.

Lovelace's notes are important in the early history of computers, especially 

and contain what many consider to be the first computer program—that is, an 

algorithm designed to be carried out by a machine.

S c h e u t z i a n  C a l c u l a t i o n  E n g i n e
Pehr (Per) Georg Scheutz (1785-1873) was a Swedish lawyer, translator, 

and inventor, who is now best known for his pioneering work in computer 

technology.

 He is most known for his inventions; the best known of these is the 

Scheutzian Calculation Engine, invented in 1837 and finalized in 1843. This 

machine, which he constructed with his son Edvard Scheutz, was based on 

Charles Babbage’s Difference Engine. In 1851, they obtained funds from 

government to build an improved model, which was created in 1853 and was 

roughly the size of a piano. 

The devices were used for creating logarithmic tables.

While the machine was not perfect and could not produce complete tables, 

Martin Wilberg reworked the construction from the ground up and in 1875 

created a compact device that would print complete tables. This was the first 

printing calculator

Artificial intelligence is a branch of computer science concerned with 
creating machines that can think and make decisions independently 
of human intervention. Those AI programs can do complex tasks that 
were previously only able to be done by humans. Some AI programs can 
complete simple tasks, some more complex. Some can take in data to 
learn and improve, completely without the touch of a human developer.AI 
alone, or partnered with other technologies can perform tasks that would 
otherwise require human intelligence or action. Digital assistances, GPS 
guidance, and Chat GPT are examples of this combined intelligence.

HOW DOES IT WORK?
AI algorithms was developed and modelled on the decision-making process 
of the human brain. These algorithms can ‘learn’ from available data and 
make increasingly more accurate decisions and predictions over time as 
they ‘gain more knowledge.’

While a general algorithm can be simple, AI algorithms are by nature 
more complex. AI algorithms work by taking in training data that helps the 
algorithm to learn. How that data is acquired and is labelled marks the key 
difference between different types of AI algorithms.

At the core level, an AI algorithm takes in training data (labelled or 
unlabelled, supplied by developers, or acquired by the program itself) and 
uses that information to learn and grow. Then it completes its tasks, using 
the training data as a basis. Some types of AI algorithms can be taught to 
learn on their own and take in new data to change and refine their process. 
Others will need the intervention of a programmer in order to streamline.

Applications for AI are growing every day. As the hype around the use of AI 
tools in business takes off, conversations around AI ethics and responsible 
AI use become critically important.

Sea Freight
Sea Freight is only economical for orders above 
a certain weight. For goods being sent to most 
South Pacific destinations including Indonesia 

and Singapore, your order will need to be above 
40kgs before it even starts to become cheaper 
than air freight. For example, sending 40kgs will 
cost approximately the same by sea freight or air 
freight. This is because of all the administration 
charges applied to sea freight consignments in 

addition to cost of actual freight.
Sea freight is a good option for larger orders 

where transit times are not crucial. SCEE uses 
Vanguard Logistics for sea freight consignments. 

If you have a preferred carrier,you will need to 
forward the details to SCEE with your order.

RETURN POLICY
